Currently the area is rundown and overgrown wittvamted plants. The 5 benches in
the area are dirty and have some minor “repaitghsas screwing in screws that are not
all the way in the wood and replacing the boltdimg the benches in place. | recently
went to Autrey Mill to confirm the condition of tHeench tops, and all the wood is fine
and does not require replacement. The bench tsps@djuire sanding to prevent
splinters, as well as cleaning and adding a pretestain to prevent future weather
damage. The trail leading from the main path &atea is also not clearly marked or
outlined with landscape timbers like Autrey Mill nta.

The pathway will be constructed using Autrey Milkgecifications for trail — the path

will be 6 ft wide and will be outlined with landgmatimbers staked into the ground using
landscape spikes. The outdoor classroom will lmdosed with landscape timbers in the
same manner as the trail timbers. Before timbelldiinstalled into the ground, the
ground below the timbers will be cleared. If aevaltion change occurs the timbers will
either be cut at the correct angle or stacked prot@ne another, whichever method is
appropriate for the change. After the areas actoead with timbers, the areas will be
filled in with about 3” of mulch.

Step 3

When sufficient funds are received, the Quartererabtam will meet at Home Depot
(See Appendix H) to pick up the pre-ordered timbpikes and any other supplies that
will be purchased at Home Depot. When they hageiaed the correct number of
timbers, spikes, and other supplies, the Quartaenssam will transport the materials
and supplies to the Woyce Residence.

Step 4

Bench disassembly, cleaning, staining and reassembl

1. First the Disassembly and Cleaning Team will méétarey Mill (See Appendix
D) and remove the tops of the benches using tHesBtket set and crescent
wrenches. The Team will also, using masking tagkestrarpies, mark the
underside of the bench tops as well as their cporeding legs with a letter (A-E).
The tops will then be put into a truck and trangpdto the Woyce Residence
(see Appendix I) where the benches will be clear@dce the bench tops leave
the area, the area will be marked off caution tag@event visitors of Autrey
Mill from entering the area.

2. When the bench tops arrive at the Woyce Residehed)isassembly and
Cleaning Team will remove the bench tops from theld. 'Before any cleaning
begins, the team will inspect the bench tops antbwe and replace, or screw
down screws and/or nails that are protruding fromliench tops. Once in the
assigned cleaning area, the team will spray anel thie bench tops a thorough
scrub using the scrub brushes and wood cleaneenwhe bench tops have been
thoroughly cleaned, they will be set out to dry&out a day or so until dry. If
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the weather becomes such that it inhibits the drpirocess, the bench tops will
be moved into the garage to allow for sufficienting.

When the bench tops are completely dry, the PrdPamt team will sand the
bench tops using the electric sanders. Once satiged@eam will stain the
benches with the purchased deck and wood staig psimtbrushes. Before
staining begins, the team will lay the plastic simgeon the ground to prevent the
ground from becoming stained as well. The staimiigbe done outside, so no
other ventilation is necessary. The Team will wglaves and eye protection.
Since the stain will serve as a water sealantdalitianal treatment is necessary.
After the Prep and Paint Team has sufficientlyr&dithe bench tops, the bench
tops will be left outside to dry for approximatdiy3 days, or until the bench tops
are thoroughly dry. Again, if the weather becommash that it inhibits the drying
process, the bench tops will be moved into theggata allow for sufficient
drying.

Once the bench tops have been cleaned, sandesbdstand dried, the bench tops
will be transported back to Autrey Mill and reas$dad on their specific legs,
which will have been marked with masking tape.

Step 5
Timbers, pathway and mulch

1.

First the Quartermaster Team will meet at Home Dépee Appendix H) and
purchase the determined amount of landscape tinmeeded to sufficiently
outline the already existing pathway. Once puretland loaded into the truck or
trailer, the timbers will be transported to the WeyResidence (See Appendix I).
Once at the Woyce Residence, the timbers will beokeed from the truck and a
Drill Team, split into two groups, will drill two/8” holes into each timber to
allow landscape stakes to be easily hammered throtige first of the two

Drilling Teams will be responsible for making a kapproximately 1 ft in from
each end of the timber, in the center of the timtidre second Drill Team will

drill a hole where the first Drill Team has indiedta hole should be (See figure B
in Plans/Drawings/DesignSection)

When all of the timbers have had two holes drillgd them they will be put into
the truck and transported to Autrey Mill.

Once the timbers arrive at Autrey Mill, but befohhe timbers are laid down, the
Trail and Timber Team will first clear the areapafie straw and/or leaves. All
natural debris will be tossed into the woods althregside of the trail. Any trash
will be placed into garbage bags and disposed tifardumpster at Autrey Mill.
The team will then stretch twine between spikesgian the ground which will
mark one side of the trail where timbers are ttaimedown. When the Trail and
Timber Team begins to lay timbers on one side efpiéith, part of this team will
measure approximately 6ft across the pathway asthke the twine into the
ground using the spikes.

The timbers will then be removed from the truck atated on the outsides of the
path, along the pre-staked twine, so as to linabteady existing pathway. The
timbers will also enclose the outdoor classroomictvirs set up in a circle shape.
If for some reason the timbers must be cut to ntlakepathway and classroom
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enclosure aesthetically pleasing, then the timbkibe cut to the appropriate
length and/or angle using the circular saw. If¢bting interferes with the pre-
drilled holes, then a rechargeable drill will besite to make another hole in the
board. The Trail and Timber Team will use the sam&uctions for drilling as
outlined in Step 2. If there is not sufficient badeft, it will then have to be
determined whether or not a second hole is negessar

6. After all of the timbers have been laid in the ajpiate positions, they will be
staked down using sledge hammers, mallets, an#arlammers.

7. When all of the timbers are in place, mulch, doddtem Autrey Mill, will be put
in a trailer, hitched to the truck, and driven dawrithe newly lined pathway. The
mulch will then be spread so that the pathway dasscoom ground are
adequately covered (approximately 3” depth).
